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EWS DEP 8670:  All students enrolling after 1 January 2020 must enroll in 8670. The 8670 curriculum consists of 4 courses and is an all seminar experience (8671, 8672, 8673, 8674 must be completed in seminar). Students are required to complete the courses sequentially.   Prior to enrolling in 8670, all students must complete a self-paced pre-requisite course.  To enroll go to MARINENET and enter this in the search box:  EWSDEPPREQ. This course must be completed by all students via a self-paced (no seminar) program and is expected to require approximately 3 – 4 weeks to complete.  Students who have completed 8661 are not required to complete the EWSDEPPREQ course. Students can enroll into the EWSDEPPREQ self-paced course at any time via MarineNet – once complete they can enroll in the 8670 course beginning on 1 July 2020.  The 8671-8674 seminars will be offered twice a year, September and February.  Courses must be taken sequentially and multiple courses cannot be taken simultaneously. 

EXAMPLE PROGRESSION:  

Student enrolls into EWSDEPPREQ in April 2020 and completes prior to 15 August 2020.
Student enrolls in 8670 Curriculum in August 2020.
8671 seminar September 2020 – February 2021
8672 seminar February 2021 - May 2021
8673 seminar September 2021 – February 2022
8674 seminar February 2022 – May 2022



How/Where to Enroll: 
SELF STUDY (EWSDEPPREQ): Students request enrollment in EWSDEPREQ via the MarineNet website (www.marinenet.usmc.mil). Students will search for the first course, EWSDEPREQ, and request enrollment. Once complete they will be directed to contact their Regional Director to enroll in 8670. Please ensure your secondary contact information listed in MarineNet is correct; the e-mail address you provide is where you will be contacted.  You should see your enrollment update to “approved” and receive an email giving you access to the Moodle Academic Website within 2-3 days. Once EWSDEPPREQ is complete please follow the instructions below to enroll into 8670 (and the instructions in the EWSDEPPREQ site for enrolling in 8670). If you have completed any portion of 8660 this pre-requisite is not required.


SEMINARS (8671 - 8674): Students who are complete with EWSDEPPREQ are eligible to enroll into the seminar portion of the program for 8671-8674. Students who are complete with EWSDEPPREQ will submit a seminar enrollment request through MarineNet for course: 8670. Seminar enrollments will be accepted between 1 July-15 Aug for the fall semester beginning in early-September and for the spring semester enrollments must be complete before 15 Jan for an early February start date. We offer each course twice per year—fall and spring for student flexibility.
-Students will meet with their assigned seminar onsite once per week for approximately two-to-three hours. A detailed schedule of the entire Academic Year showing weekly lessons will be provided separately before the start of the academic year.  Each course is about 16 weeks of instruction (i.e. one course per semester, fall and spring).

ONLINE (Waiver Only): In exceptional circumstances, an Officer may be approved to take a course online (this is NOT self-study) if there are no other means of completing an onsite seminar (e.g. OCONUS or afloat deployments).  Online seminars follow the same 16 week schedule as onsite seminars, require regular connectivity to the internet, and have multiple requirements that must be met each week. Those requests will be directed to the regional office POCs: Kerrie Parsons parsonsk@davisdefense.com and will then be routed to the Regional Chief Instructor and Regional Director for review/approval. 



8670 Course Materials: Course material will be provided in pdf format, downloaded from Moodle.   No hard copy materials are issued for the 8670 program.

PME Region: Students enrolling into EWSDEPPREQ will work directly through the Moodle course site and CDET student support in Quantico. Once a student is ready to start on the seminar portion of the program, 8671-8674, they will be assigned to a specific regional office. The Camp Pendleton office assists Officers at MCB Camp Pendleton, MCAGCC 29 Palms, MWTC Bridgeport, and MCLB Barstow.



Moodle: You should be contacted by CDET student support via email within 2-3 days of being approved for your first EWS course.  The student will receive two e-mails from the Moodle manager; one will have the Moodle user ID and the other will have the Moodle password for login.  Keep and protect these e-mails; you will not be able to log onto Moodle without your user ID and password.  You will use the same Moodle log-in for ALL of your EWS studies.
