	Biography Body: Gunnery Sergeant Torres was born in Secaucus, NJ. She enlisted in the Marine Corps in February 2009 and attended Marine Corps Recruit Depot, Parris Island, NC. Upon completing recruit training and Marine Combat Training in July 2009, she reported to Intelligence School at Dam Neck, VA., where she earned the Military Occupational Specialty (MOS) of 0231, intelligence specialist.
In November 2009, Private First Class Torres reported to Marine Wing Headquarters and Support Squadron in Okinawa, Japan. She served as an intelligence specialist, JADOCs Operator, and Korean Peninsula analyst. In March 2011, she was meritoriously promoted to corporal. In June 2011, Corporal Torres reported to I Marine Expeditionary Force Intelligence Center aboard Camp Pendleton, CA. Corporal Torres served as the Pacific Command senior analyst and collaborated with the Marine Corps Intelligence Agency and Defense Intelligence Agency on multiple intelligence products published throughout the intelligence community.
