	Biography Body: Master Gunnery Sergeant Jeffrey L. Crane is a native of Florida and graduated from Flagler Palm Coast High School in June 2000. He attended recruit training aboard Marine Corps Recruit Depot Parris Island, South Carolina, graduating in October 2000. He attended several entry-level general aviation schools aboard Naval Air Station Pensacola, Florida and several Metrology and Calibration (METCAL) occupation specialty schools aboard Keesler Air Force Base, Biloxi, Mississippi before graduating in May 2002.
 
In May 2002, Lance Corporal Crane executed orders to his first duty station, 2nd MAW, MAG 14, MALS 14, MCAS Cherry Point, North Carolina. During his tour, he graduated from the resident Corporals Course in September 2002, deployed with VMAQ 3 in January 2003, promoted to corporal in July and earned his Collateral Duty Inspector designation shortly after retrograding. He later graduated from the Advanced Calibration Technical School in May 2004, supported Weapons and Tactics Instructor Class 1-05 in August 2004, and reenlisted while TAD to MCAS Yuma with orders to the Basic Recruiters School as his incentive.
 
In July 2005, Corporal Crane was promoted to sergeant and executed orders to the Basic Recruiter School aboard Marine Corps Recruit Depot San Diego, California. In August 2005, Sergeant Crane graduated from the Basic Recruiters School and received orders to 6th Marine Corps District, Recruiting Station Jacksonville, Florida, Recruiting Sub Station Gainesville, Florida for duty as an 8411 Recruiter. In July 2007, Sergeant Crane was meritoriously promoted to staff sergeant and filled the billet as Sub Station Assistant Staff Noncommissioned Officer in Charge.

In August 2022, Master Sergeant Crane reported to 2D MAW, MAG 29, HMLA 167, MCAS New River to serve as the Avionics Division Chief. During his tour, he served as the Avionics Division COMSEC alternate, SIPR Net Data Transfer Agent, American Red Cross CPR Instructor, Command Physical Training Representative, Command Tuition Assistance approver, Unit Transition Readiness Capstone reviewer, and supported the Weapons and Tactics Instructor Course 1-24 as the H-1 Avionics Chief.
 
In October 2023, Master Sergeant Crane was selected to the rank of master gunnery sergeant and received orders in December 2023 to Marine Heavy Helicopter Training Squadron 302, and was frocked to his current rank.
 
In March 2024, Master Gunnery Sergeant Crane reported to 2D MAW, MAG 29, HMHT 302, MCAS New River to serve as the Avionics Division Chief. During his tour, he served as the Avionics Division COMSEC alternate, the lead American Red Cross CPR Instructor, a Command Physical Training Representative, and Command Tuition Assistance approver.
 
In March 2025, Master Gunnery Sergeant Crane executed orders to the Staff Noncommissioned Officer Academy Camp Lejeune to serve as the Deputy Director. 
 
Master Gunnery Sergeant Crane's education includes a Master of Science in Management specializing in Project Management from Embry Riddle Aeronautical University.
