After completing Marine Combat Training at Camp Geiger, NC and the Small Computer Systems Specialist Course at Twentynine Palms, California, Private First Class Dixon was assigned to Headquarters Battalion, 2nd Marine Division at Camp Lejeune, North Carolina in July 2001, and was subsequently transferred to 2nd Combat Engineer Battalion in September 2001.  While assigned to 2d CEB, Lance Corporal Dixon deployed with 2nd CEB to Iraq in support of Operation Iraqi Freedom as the CEB Fwd Data Chief, and was meritoriously promoted to Corporal in March 2003 and promoted to Sergeant in August 2004.
