Thereafter, Private First Class Rendonhoare reported to the Automotive Maintenance Technician Course (AMTC) at Camp Johnson, NC, where he earned the Military Occupational Specialty 3521, Automotive Maintenance Technician.



In 1998, Private First Class Rendonhoare was assigned to I MEF where he served as an Automotive Mechanic / Tool Room NCO, for the Surveillance Reconnaissance Intelligence Group (SRIG).
