Master Gunnery Sergeant leremia K. Pa'u enlisted in the Marine Corps on December 14, 1999 and attended recruit
training at Marine Corps Recruit Depot, San Diego, California. Upon completion, he received training at the School of
Infantry-West, Camp Pendleton, California. After graduating from Light Armored Reconnaissance Training Company he
received orders in June of 2000 to 2d Light Armored Reconnaissance Battalion, 2d Marine Division, Camp Lejeune, North
Carolina.
