#Far conspiounus gallentry and intrepidity.at the
risk of his 1life absve and beyond the oall of duty as
Commonding Officer »f Compeny C, Firet Battallon, Twenty-
8ixth Marines, Fifth Merine Divielnn, in aotion: ageinst
enemy Japanese foroes during the eelzurc of Iwn Fima in
the Valoann Islands, nn February 20 and 81, 1945, Defy~
Aing unin upted blaste of Ji 8¢ artillery, mortar,
rifle and machine-gunfire, Oaptaln Dunlep led. his tronps
in a determined advance from 1nw ground uphill: toward the
steep cliffs from which the enemy paured A devastating
rain of shrapnel and bullets, steadily inching ferward
until the tremendous volume of enemy fire from the oaves
located high to his -front temporarily halted hie progress.
Determined not to yield, he corawlsd alone apgrﬂximmely
200 yards forward of his front lings, tonk pbaervation at
the base nf the cliff Fifty ysrds from Japanese lines, . °
located the enemy gun positinne and returned $0:his own lines
where he relayed the vital informatinn ts supporting
artillery and naval gunfire units. Persistently Qisre=
garding his nwn pareonal Bafety, he then plnced himsélf
In an expnsed vantoge point to direet more acocurately the
supporting fire and, working without regpite for twn daye
and two nights under oonstant enemy fire, skillfully:
directed a smnshing bombnrdment cgainst the almost im-
pregrable Jnpnnese positinne despite numeroue nbstooles
and heavy Merine onsunlties. 4 brilllant lender, Grptain
Dunlap inspired his men tn hernic efforts during.this
oritical phnse nf the battle and by hls econl deéiginn,
indomitable fighting spirit and daring toctics in the
froe nf fanntie apposition greatly accelerated the fipal
decisive defeat of Japanese countormeasures-in hia seetor
and materinlly furthered the oontinuved advance nf hia
company. His great personal valor and gallant epirit of
self-eaorifice throughout the bitter hostilities reflect
the highest oredit upsn Oaptelin Dundap and the United
Btates Naval Service."
