pnration of the Army and Navy Registers for the year 1847, to comply with a resolution of 
the House of Representatives of the 16th of February, 1843, which requires that" in all 
future puhlications of those Registers there shall be affixed opposite the name of each perron 
pu.hlishcd thelein, in separate columns, the annual pay of such officer or person, the amount 
}lUlU him for rations, servants, anti furage, and the gross amount paid or allowed him in all 
respcets for and on his account, and for and during the y ~:ll' preceding such puhlication." 

'l'he few blanks which appear are occasioned by the want of Teturns from Pur.crs of distant 
vessels, and arc not of much importance, since the amount received by officers on board such 
vessels very generally consists only of the sea-pay belonging tu their rank and a commutation 
for their ration. 

The statement is made for the fiscal year, terminating on the 30th of June last: since if it 
were for the calendar year, imaleuiately preceding the publication of the Register, it would 
necCRsarily he so imperfect as to I>e useless: the law allowing to Dishursing Officers within 
the United States three months, nnd to those abroad six months, after tho termination of each 
qUlUter to make up and render their accounts.
