SEC. 1. Be it enacted by the Senate and Hou.!e of Representative8 of the United States of 
Amerj,ca i .. 09n.qresr aswn.bled, That from anu after the pas.-age of this act the annual pay 
of the officers of the avy of the United States shall be as follows:

Be it enacted by tlte Senate and House of Representative8 of tile United State8 of .America 
in Oongre88 a8sembled, That all purchases of cfothing, groceries, store~, and supplies of every 
description for the use of the avy, as well for vessels in commission as for yards and 
stations. shall be made with and out of the public moneys appropriated for the support 
of the Navy, under such directions and regulations as may be made by the Executive for 
that purpose; and it shall not be lawful for pursers, or other officers or persons holding 
commiSSIOn or employment in the naval service, to procure stores or any other articles or 
supplies for, and dispose thereof to the officers or to the crew during the period of their 
enlistment, on 01' for their own account or benefit; nor shall Ilny profit 01' pel' centago 
upon stores or supplies be charged to, or received from, persons in the naval service, other 
than those which arc hereinafter prescribed. 

SE~. 2 • .And be it further enacted, That it shall be the duty of the Executive to provide 
such rules and regulations for the purchase, preservation, and disposition of all articles, 
stores, and supplies for persons in the navy, as may be necessary for the safe and economical 
administration of that branch of the public service. 

SEC. 3 . .And be it jurther enacted, That in lieu of the pay, rations, Illlowance, and other 
emoluments authorized by the existing laws and regulatIOns, the annual pay of pursers,

And be it farther enacted, That the rules and regulations which shall be mado in 
con~ormity with the provisions of this act shall be laid beforo Congress at their next 
eesslOn. 

SEC. 6. And be it farther enacted, That it shall not be lawful for a purser in the Navy to 
advance or loan any sum or sums of m?ney,public or p~ivate, or any article or commodity 
Whatever, or any cr dit, to any officer ID the naval .8~rv1ce, un~er any pretence. whatever.

Be it enacted by the Senate and JIouse of Rrpresentative8 of the Unitrd States of America 
in Oongre38 a8Rembled, That the navy ration sliall consist of the following daily allowance 
of provisions for each person: 

One pound of salted pork, with half a pint of peas or beans; or one pound of salted beef, 
with half a pound of flour, and a quarter of a ponnd of raisins, drieu apples, or other dried 
fruits; or one pound of salt beef, with half a pound of ricc, two ounces of butter, and two 
ounces of cheese, togcther with fourteen ounces of biscuit, one q uartcr of an ouncc of tea, 
or one ounce of coffee, or one ounce of cocoa; two ounces of sugar, and ODe gill of spirits; 
and of a weekly allowance of half a pound of pickel! or cranberries, half a pint of mola ses, 
and half a pint of vinegar. 

SEC. 2. And be it further enacted, That fresh meat may be sub titnted for salt beef or pork, 
and vegetables or sour-krout for the other articles usually issned with the saltcd meats, 
allowing ono and a quarter pounds of fresh meat for one pound of salted beef or pork, and 
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regulating the quantity of vegetables or sour-krout so as to equal the value of those articles 
for which they may be substituted. 

SEC. 3. And be it further enacted, That should it be necessary to vary the above described 
daily allowance, it shall be lawful to substitute onc vound of soft bread, or one pound of 
fionr, or half a pound of rice, for fourteen ounccs of b1senit; half a pint of wine for a gill of 
spirits; half a pound of rice for half a pint of beans or peas; half pint of beaus or peas for 
half a pound of rice. 

When it may be deemed expedient by the President of the United States, Secretary of the 
Navy, commander of a fleet or squadron, or of a single ship when not acting undcr the 
authority of another officer on foreign scrvice, the artielcs of butter, cheese, misinB, dried 
apples, or other dried fruits, pickels, and molasses, may be snbstituted for each other and 
for spirits: Provided, The articles substituted shall not exceed in value the article for which 
it may be issued, according to the scale of prices which is or may be established for the 
same. 
. SEO. 4. And b.e i~ further enact~d, That in c.ase o! necc.sity the daily allowance o~ provi­

sIOns may be d1mlDlshed or varted by the discretIOn of the senior officer present ID com­
mand, but payment shall be made to tlle persons whose allowance shall be thns diminished, 
according to the scale of prices which is or may be established for the same; but a com­
mander who shall thus make a diminution or variation. shall report to his commanding 
offi.ccr, or to the ~av'y Depa:tment, the ~ec~ssity for the same, and give to the purser 
wr1tten orders spemfylllg particularly the dimlllutlOn or reduction which is to be made. 

SEO. 5. And be it further enacted, That no commissioned officer or midshipman, or any 
per.son under twenty-one years of age, shall J:>e allowed ~o dr.aw the spirit part of the daily 
ratton; and all ~th.er persons sha~l be perm1tted . to rehnqUlsh that part of their ration, 
under such restrlC~lOns a~ the.

countablc for the same: Pl·ov!ded, That satisfactory eVidence of such order and of the pay· 
ment of public money!) or disposal of public stores under the Slime, shnll b~ prod\lced.

P1'ovidPd, That flogging in the navy and on board ves els of commerce be and the same 
is hereby abolished from and aft r the pMsage of this act. And that no midshipman in the 
navy shall be appointed from any Congressional district having at the time of appointment 
more than two officers of that grade in the navy from such district. And whencver an ap­
pointment shall be made from any State, the person so appointed shall be an actual r('sident 
of the Congres ional district from :which ~he.appointment purports to be made. And pro­
vided, further, That such Congre IOnal district of any State as mal. not havc any midslup­
man in the navy at the time an appolOtment may be made from said State, shall be entitled 
to at least one appointment before any other sball be made from any district of the State 
having one or more officers of that grllde in the navy.

And herea.fter no a.ppointment of midshipman, acting midshipman, or pupil at any naval 
IIchool in the Navy, shall be made, unless rccommended by the membe~ of Congress repre­
senting the district in which the applicant resides, in the same manner that cadets at West 
point aTe now appointed; and that the Secretary of the Navy is hereby requircd to report 
to Congress, at Its second session, the number and namcs of appointments to the naval 
school, which have been made, and the district and State whence each one comes, and the 
number of vacancies then cxisting at saiJ 8chool, with the Conll'rcssional district which mny 
be entitlcd to supply them; nnd a stnternent of the order in which the remainder of the 
Congressional district shall be entitled to supply all future aud accruing vacancies, so far as 
it may be determined by existing law, or by circumstances. 

From the Naval Appropriation Bill, approved March 3, 1851. 

Provided, Tllat no commutation of rations shall be allowed, except to officers and thcir 
attendauts, and for the spirit part of the ration; and no person not actually attached to, 
and doing duty on board a sea-going or receivinp; vessel, and the petty officeI'll, seamen, and 
orJin:try seamen, attachcd to th~ ordinary of the N~vy Yards, shall be allowed a rat!on. 
And provided furtltcl', That no ratlons stopped for th SICk on board ve~8els shall be credited 
to the lIo"pital Fund, but shall remain and be accotlnted for by the Purser ae part of the 
provisions of the ves els; and that the rations of officers and othcrs of the Navy, sent to 
hospitals on shore, shall be credited to the IIospital Fund, at the cost only tllerpof; and 
the Chief of the BurclLu of Provisions and Clothing, with the approbation of the Secretary 
of the Navy, shall pl'c.cribe all such regulations in relntion to stopping such rations, II! will 
in urc a faithful accountability for the rations stoppcd for the sick on bonrd vessels, and to 
insure due credit to the IIospltal Fund for the rations at cost of those sent to the hospit(\ls 
on shore; and the said regulations to go into effect on the first day of the succeediug month 
after their official rcceipt at yards, stations, and on bonrd vessels. 

SEC. 3. And be it furtlwr enacted, That. if any assistant. engineer shall h~ve been ab!e~t 
from the United States on duty at the time othcrs of III! date were exammed, hc shall, If 
not rejected at a 8ubse9.uent examination, be entitled to the same rank with them; and if 
from any cause his relative rlLnk cannot be assigned to him he 8hall retain his original posi­
tion on the Register. 

From the Nnval Appropriation Bill, approved August 81, 1852. 

It being provided that so much of the act approvcd Maroh 3, 1851, entitled "An act 
making appropriati~ns for the aval8ervice of the year cnding June 30, 1852,:' as proVides 
"thllt no commutation of ration ball be allowed, except to officers and theJr attendants, 
and for the spirit part of the ration," be and the same is hereby repealed. - - -

And the pay of Chaplain. in the avy shall bc one thou and dollars on leave, or waiting 
ordcr~, or fifteen hundrcd dollal'!! while on duty. - . . - - . . . . . . 

And the Navy Agent lit Memphis, for the time duting which he has performed, or may 
perform, the duties of Pur cr, m addition to hi. own, sha.ll be alloWQd and paid the "n-
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nual salary of a Purser on duty at Navy Yards of the second class, which shall not be in 
addition to his commissions, but in lieu thereof; and the salary of the a sistant to the Pur­
ser for the Navy Yard at Kittery, Maine, whe also discharges the duties of clerk and stew­
ard, shall be seven hundred and fifty dollars; and the pay of the first clerk to the Com­
mandant "at the Navy Yards at Norfolk, New York, and Boston, shall be at the rate of 
one thousand dollars per annum;" and that the "second clerk to the Commandant" at the 
same yards shall be at the rate of eight hundred dollars per annum from and after the pas­
sage of this act.
