1, Pay, not Reduced by Act of May 13, 1908." Nothing herein shall be so construed as to reduce the pay or allowances
now authorized by law for any conunissioned, warrant, or appointed officer, or any enlisted man of the active or retired
lists of the Navy." (Act May 13, 1908; see Comp. Dec., Sept. 30, 1908.)

2. Pay Officers Commissioned prior to July 1, 1899.Any officer of the line, Medical or Pay Corps, commissioned on
or prior to July 1, 1899, is entitled to receive pay according to the then existing law whenever it is in excess of the pay of
officers of corresponding rank in the Army or the pay provided by act of May 13, 1908. (Acts March 3, 1899, June 7, 191X1,
and May 13, 1908; see Comp. Dec. Sept. 30. 1908.)

3. A.cting Assistant Surgeons, PayActing assistant surgeens appointed under the act of May 4, 1898, are entitled
to receive pay only as provided for assistant surgeons in the Navy prior to the passage of the act of March 3, 1899. (See
Comp. Dec., Aug. 31, 1903; Oct. 15, 1908.)

4. Acting Assistant Surgeons, Quarters.Acting assistant surgeons are entitled to oecupy Govermnent quarters when
available, but are not entitled to commutation of quarters. (See Comp. Dec., Oct. 5, 1903.)

5. Leave PayThe act of May 13, 1908, does not repeal prior statutes regulating pay of offieers of the Navy while on
leave. (Comp. Dec., July 28, 1908.) Commissioned officers who, prior to passage of act of May 13, 1908, were paid at rates
prescribed in Table 2, therefore continue to receive while on leave pay at the leave rates given in Table 2. (See Comp. Dec.,
Aug. 7, 1908; Oct. 29, 1908; see also note 7, Table 3.)

6. Chaplains.All chaplains (other than those in the service in the rank of lieutenant on June 29, 1906, whose pay
woul(l be reduced by the act of May 13, 1908) receive the pay of their rank as provided by act of May 13, 1908, provided
that such pay and allowances shall not exceed those of a lieutenant-commander. (See acts June 29, 1906; May 13, 1008;

1. Pay, Longevity. "There shall be allowed and paid lo each commissioned officer below the rank of rear-admiral ten
per centum of his current yearly pay for each term of five years' service in the Army, Navy, and Marine Corps. The total
amount of slich increase for length of service shall in no case exceed forty per centum on the yearly pay of the grade as pro-
vided by law: Provided, That the annual pay of captain shall not exceed five thousand dollars per annum; of commander
four thousand five hundred dollars per annum; and of lieutenant-commander four thousand dollars per annum." (Act
May 13, 1908.)

2. Constructive Service. Officers receiving pay at rates provided by the act of May 13, 1908, who have been appointed
from civil life, are entitled for the purpose of computation of pay, to the credit of five years' service provided by act of March
3, 1899. (See Comp. Dec., June 13, 1908.)

3. Pay, Sea Duty, and Shore Duty beyond Seas. "All offieers on sea duty and all officers on shore duty beyond the
continental limits of the United States shall while so serving receive ten per centum additional of their salaries and increase
as above provided. and such increase shall commence from the date of reporting for duty on board ship or the date of sailing
from the United States for shore duty beyond the seas or to join a ship in foreign waters." (Act May 13, 1908.)

(a) This provision applies only W commissioncd officers receiving pay at rates contained in Table 3. (See Comp. Dec.,
June 13, 19178.)

(b) Commissioned officers attached to and doing duty aboard receiving ships are entitled to the additional 10 per cent
for sea service. (Comp. Dec., July 13, 1908.)

(e) Officers taking passage to the United States from sea duty or shore duty beyond seas are not entitled to this addi-
tional 10 per centum of their pay; the right to the additional pay ceases when the officer ceases to serve on board ship or
on shore duty beyond seas. (See Comp. Dec., June 13, 1908.)

4. Pay Midi of Bureaus and Assistants to Bureaus." The pay and allowances of chiefs of bureaus in the Navy Depart-
ment shabe the highest pay of the grade to which they belong, and not below that of rear-admiral of the lower nine."
(Act May 13, 190/1.)

(a) Assistants to chiefs of bureaus are entitled to the highest pay of their grade.
(h) Chiefs of bureaus and assistants to chiefs of bureaus are not entitled to the 10 per cent additional of their pay

allowed for sea du ty as a part of the "highest pay of their grade." (See Comp. Dec., June 30, 1908; Aug. 7, 1908; Aug.19, 1908.)
5. Pay, Sea for Shore DutyThe commandant of the Mare Island Navy-Yard and the superintendent of the Naval

Academy are entitled to the 10 per cent additional pay allowed for sea service by act of May 13, 1908. (Joint resolution
of Congress March 3, 1863, act Sept. 28, 1850; Comp. Dec., Oct. 31, 1901; July 16, 1908.)

6. Aids to Rear-Admirals."A ids to rear-admirals embraced in the nine lower numbers of that grade shall each reeeive
one hundred and fifty dollars additional per annum; and aids to all other rear-admirals two hundred dollars additional
per annum each." (Act May 13, 1908.)

(b) Fleet engineers are not entitled to the extra compensation allowed aids to rear-admirals by the act of May 13, 1908.
(Comp. Dec., July 31, 1908.)

7. Leave Pay.Officers who, prior to passage of act of May 13, 1908, were entitled to Army pay and allowances, receive
while on leave the full pay of their grade as established by act of May 13, 1908, for leave authorized by statute, and to one-
half such pay for leave in excess of 'statutory leave;" or in the case of such officers commissioned on or prior to July 1,
1899, to the leave pay in effect prior to the passage of the act of March 3, 1899, if the latter be greater. (See Comp. Dec.,
July 28, 1908; see also note 5, Table 2.)

8. Chaplains Appointed Subsequent to June 29, 1906, and all chaplains above rank of lieutenant, receive payaccording to rank (act June, 29, 1906); provided such pay and allowances shall not exceed those of a lieutenant-com-
mander. (Acts June 29, 1906, and May 13, 1908.) Chaplains in the service haying rank of lieutenant on June 29, 1906,
whose pay would be reduced by act of May 13, 1908, are, however, entitled to pay of such chaplains as provided In Table
2. (See note 6, Table 2.)
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Remarks, Table 4.

1. Pay Warrant Officers etc., Act of Kay 13, 1908." The pay of all warrant officers and mates is hereby increased
twenty-five per centine, awl all paymasters' clerks shall, while on duty, receive the same pay and allowances as warrant
officers of like length of service in the Navy." (Act May 13, 1908.)

(a) ( The rates of pay given in above table include the increase of 2.5 per cent referred to above.)
2. Longevity Pay; Computation of.Officers of the Navy receiving pay in accordance with Table 2 or Table 4 whose

pay is based on length of service are entitled to credit in computation of pay, for all previous service in the Navy (or con-
struct ive service if appointed from civil life). only in the lowest grade having graduated pay held by them since enter-
ing the service. (See Comp. Dec., Aug. 10, 1899, and Mar. 12, 1901.)

3. Paymasters' Clerks: Constructive Service Kileage.Paymasters' clerks who were in the service at the time of the
passage of the act of May 13, 1908, and those appointed since that date are entitled to credit of five years' constructive service
if appointed from civil life. (See Comp. Dec., June 13, 1908; Nov. 9, 1908.)

) Paymasters' clerks, by provision of act of May 13, 1908, are entitled to mileage under same conditions as warrant
officers. (See Comp. Dec., July 13, 1908.)

4. Midshipmen, Warrant Officers, Paymasters' Clerks, Sea DutyMidshipmen, warrant officers, and paymasters'
clerks on sea d iffy or shore duty' beyond the continental limits of the United States are not entitled to the 10 per cent
additional pay allowed by act of May 13, 1908, to commissioned officers of the Navy for such duty. (Comp. Dec., June 13,
1908.)

6. Rations, OfficersAll officers of the Navy, except commissioned officers of the line, medical and pay corps, and
commissioned warrant officers, are entitled to a ration or commutation therefor at the rate of 30 cents per day while attached
to and during dut y aboard a seagoing vessel of the Navy. Midshipmen are entitled to the ration or commutation therefor
at all times. (See ('omp. Dec., July 13, 1908.)

IL sates, Pay and Allowances.Mates occupy the status of both "officers of the navy and enlisted men." (Op. Atty.
Gen., Oct. 15, 1907.)

Mates are entitled to the honorable discharge gratuity, the travel allowance of 4 cents per mile allowed enlisted men
upon discharge, and additional pay when designated as Navy mail clerks, under the same conditions as enlisted men;
but they are not entitled to continuous service pay, additional pay for good-conduct medals, or other compensation here-
tofore fixed by the President. (Comp. Dec., Jan. 28, 1908; Oct. 21, 1908.) They are entitled to commutation of rations
and commutation of quarters under same conditions as warrant officers, but are not entitled to heat and light allowance.

General Remarks.

1. Constructive flervice.All officers, including naval chaplains and warrant officers, who have been or may be
appointed to the Navy from civil life, shall on the date of appointment be credited, for computing their pay, with five
years' service. ( Act Mar. 3, 1899, sec. 13.) Paymasters' clerks appointed from civil life are entitled to this allowance in
accord with note 3, Table 4. (See note 2, Table 3.)

2. Hospital Pund.Twenty cents a month is deducted from the pay of each person of the Navy and Marine Corps,
active and retired, to be applied to the Naval ilospital fund. (Sec. 4808, R. S.)

3. Death Gratuity, Officers and Enlisted lfen." Hereafter immediately upon official notification of the death from
wounds or disease contracted in the line of duty of any officer or enlisted man on the active list of the Navy or Marine Corps
the Paymaster-General of the Navy shall cause to be paid to the widow of such officer or enlisted man, or any person pre-
viously designated by him, an amount equal to six months' pay, at the rate received by such officer or enlisted man at
the date of his death. less seventy-live dollars in the case of an officer and thirty-five dollars in the case of an enlisted man,
to defray expenses of interment, ind the residue, if any, of the amount reserved shall be paid subsequently to the designated
person. The Secretary of the Navy shall establish regulations requiring each officer and enlisted man to designate the
proper person to whoni this amount shall be paid in case of death, and said amount shall be paid to that person from funds
appropriated for the pay of the Navy and Marine Corps." (Act May 13, 1908.)

(a) Payment of death gratuity is not authorized should there be no widow, and no previously designated beneficiary
(see Comp. Dec., June 26. 1908); nor in the case of a retired officer on active duty at time of death. (See Comp. Dec.,
Oct. 13, 1908.)

(c) Payment of death gratuity is authorized in case of death of acting assistant surgeons, and midshipmen at the Naval
Academy (see Comp. Dee., Sept. 30, 1908; July 17, 1908), and paymasters' clerks. (See Comp. Dec., June 13, 1908.)

Retired Officers.

1. Proportion of Active Duty Pay not Affected by Act of May 13, 1908.The laws as to retirement and the proportion
of active duty pay to be allowed after retirement remain as before the passage of the act of May 13, 1908. (Comp. Dec.,
Oct. 16, 1908.)

2. Retirement after Thirty Years' Elervice." When an officer of the Navy has been thirty years in the service he may,
upon his own application, in the discretion of the President, be retired from active service and placed upon the retired
list with three-fourths of the highest pay of his grade." (Act May 13, 1908.)

8. Chiefs of Bureaus." Any officer of the Navy who is now serving or sl all hereafter serve as chief of a bureau in the
Navy Department, and shall subsequently be retired, shall be retired with che rank, pay, and allowances authorized by
law for the retirement of such bureau chief." (Act May 13, 1908.)

4. Rates, Base. ' The pay of all commissioned warrant and appointed officers and enlisted men of the Navy now on the
retired list shall be based on the pay, as herein provided for, of commissioned, warrant, and appofhted officers and enlisted
men of corresponding rank and service on the active list." (Act May 13, 1908.)

5. Ten Per Cent Additional Hot Allowed." In computing the pay of retired officers of the Navy, the 10 percent addi-
tional pay allowed for sea service or shore duty beyond seas shall not be included." (General deficiency act, May 30,
1908; see Comp. Dee- June 26, 1908.)

6. Civil War Service." Any officer of the Navy with a creditable record who served during the civil war, shall, when
retired, be retired with the rank and three-fourths of the sea pay of the next higher grade." (Act Mar. 3, 1899, sec. 11.)

7. Rates of Pay.Officers on the retired list receive (according to the way in which they are retired) either three-fourths
or one-half of the sea pay of the grade or rank which they held at the time of their retirement, or one-half the leave
pay of such rank or grade, which is "furlough pay." (Sec. 1588, R. S.; see Comp. Dec., Aug. 13, 1908; Oct. 16, 1908; see
also note 5, above.)

8. Active Duty.Retired officers performing active duty under provisions of act of June 7, 1900, are entitled to receive
the pay and allowances of an officer of the active list of the grade from which they were retired, and are entitled to credit
for longevity only for service before retirement. (See Comp. Dec., June 30, 1908; Oct 13, 1908.)

Allowances, Officers: Quarters, Heat, and Light.

Commutation of Quarters.(a) The monthly commutation allowance for quarters of the Admiral of the Navy is
fixed by law at $125.

(b) Other commissioned officers of the Navy (except chaplains receiving pay in accord with Table 2) on shore duty
where there are no public quarters for their accommodation, or where quarters have not been hired for their use, are
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entitled to commutation of quarters at the rate of $12 per month for each room to which their rank entitles them, as
shown in the tables below.

(e) Commissioned warrant officers, warrant officers, paymasters' clerks, and mates are each entitled under above
conditions to commutation of quarters for two rooms.

Allowance, Heat and Light.Hereafter heat and light actually necessary for the authorized allowance of quarters
for officers and enlisted men shall be furnished at the expense of the United States under such regulations as the Secretary
of War may prescribe. (Army appropriation act approved March 2, 1907; Arts. 1117 and 1118. N. R., 1909.)

1. Commissioned officers paid at rates given in Table 3, as provided by act of May 13, 1908, will be allowed while occupy-
ing public quarters or quarters other than public, where gas, acetylene, electricity, or mineral-oil lamps are installed at the
expense of the United States, for each room to which his rank entitles him, for the period between September l and Apri130,
1,500 cubic feet of gas, or 150 cubic feet of acetylene, or 20,000 watt-hours of electric current, or 4 gallons of fliineral oil per
month; and from bday 1 to August 31, 900 cubic feet of gas, or 90 cubic feet of acetylene, or 12,000 watt-hours of electric current,
or 3 gallons of mineral oil per month for each room to which entitled, which allowances may be considered accumulative
within a fiscal year. Where an officer occupies quarters other than public, the lighting of which is measured by sepa-
rate meter readings, settlement will be made by the Government with the owner or authorized agent of the quarters,
or agent of the company supplying the light, for the actual quantity of gas, acetylene, or electric current supplied.
Where an officer occupies quarters other than public which are lighted by gas, acetylene, or electricity, and the quantity
supplied is not measured by separate meter readings, settlement will be made by the Government with the owner or
authorized agent for light for the number of rooms to which the rank of the officer entitles him, in accordance with the
prescribed allowance at the following rates: For electricity, 6 cents per kilowatt-hour; for gas, 80 cents per 1,000 cubic
feet; for acetylene gas, SS per 1,000 cubic feet. An officer occupying as quarters a number of rooms less than his author-
ized allowance will be entitled to mineral oil for such number of rooms only as he actually occupies.

2. At stations where light is furnished from a government plant, the charge for an excess used over the prescribed
allowance will be the actual cost of manufacture in the case of electricity or gas, or the actual cost of mineral oil. If
the prescribed allowance is exceeded. payment for such excess will be immediately deposited with the yard paymaster
through whom the light is furnished.

3. Officers mentioned in paragraph 1, while occupying public quarters, or quarters other than miblic which are
heated by a separate plant, will be furnished at the expense of the 'United States with the quantity of fuel set forth in
the above table. This allowance is accumulative within a fiscal year. Where officers occupy quarters other than
public, not heated by a separate plant, or for which it is impracticable to furnish fuel in kind settlement will be made
by the Government to the owner or authorized agent of such quarters for the heat at the rate of $4 per cord for the
fuel allowance for the number of rooms to which the rank of the officer entitles him.

Merchantable oak wood is the standard fuel; the approximate equivalents of one cord of oak wood are as follows:
1,700 pounds anthracite coal, 2,100 pounds bituminous coal, 1 k cords soft wood, 6,000 cubic feet gas, or 40 gallons fuel oil.
(Art. 1118, N. R., 1909.)

A reasonable amount of an officer's allowance of fuel may be purchased in kindling wood, which will be sold on the
basis of its equivalent in oak wood.
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Pay, Enlisted Men, Navy.

1. Increue Provided by Act of Nay 13, 1908.-" The pay of all active and retired enlisted men of the Navy is hereby
inereawd 10 per eentum." (Act May 13, 1908.)

2. Increase of 10 Per Cent, Act May 13, 1908, Computation of.-" The 10 per cent increase of pay provided for enlisted
men of the Navy by the act of May 13, 1908, is computed on the base pay plus permanent additions, such as extra pay for
continuous service, good-conduct medals, etc.; transknt additions, which require a special detail, such as gun pointers, mess-
men, etc., do not enter into the computation for this increase. (Comp. Dec., May 27, 1908.)

3. Pay, Not Reduced by Act May 13, 1908. -" Nothing herein shall be construed so as to reduce the pay or allowances
now authorized by law for any commissioned, warrant, or appointed officer or any enlisted man of the active or retired
lists of the Navy, and all laws inconsistent with this provision are hereby repealed." (Act May 13, 1908.)

1. Petty Officers, Allowance in Lieu of Quarters and Rations.-Pettv officers of the Navy, performing duty which
deprives them of quarters, and their rations or conimutation thereof, shall receive $9 per month in addition to the pay of
their rating. (Art. 1120, par. (5), N. R., 1909.)

2. Subsistence, Temporary Duty Ashore.-Subsistenee furnished to enlisted persons attached to ships of the Navy,
when unavoidably detained on shore, under orders, or absent by authority for one day or more from the ship to which
attached, must be charged to appropriation "Provisions, Navy." During the time of such subsistence their rations shall
be stopped on board ship, and no credit for commutation therefor shall be given. (Art. 1369, N. R., 1909.)

(a). When such authorized absence is for less than one day, and ration is not checked on pay roll, cost of subsistence
shall be paid on public bill,nunder appropriation "Pay, Miscellaneous." (See Comp. Dec., Dec. 9, 1907.)

3. Seamen Gunners' Certificate, etc.-Men that have successfully completed a prescribed course of instruction for
seamen gunners or petty officers may be given, by the Bureau of Navigation, a certificate to that effect. which shall entitle
them to receive $2 per month in addition to the pay of the rating in which they are serving; such certificates to continue
in force only during the enlistments in which the men were respectively graduated, unless renewed by reenlistment for
four years within four months from date of honorable discharge. This provision shall take effect from and after July 1,
1905, but any enlisted man then in the service that holds such a certificate shall not be deprived of the benefits of the same
during the term of enlistment under which he is then serving. Men holding certificates as seamen gunners are entitled
to the pay prescribed for said rating and are entitled to reenlist at any time as such at the base rate of $26 per month; but
if given any other rating than that of seaman gunner, the holder of a seaman gunner's certificate will not receive additional
pay therefor, sinless in continuous service. (Arts. 786 and 787, N. R., 1909.)

4. Good Conduct Medals.-Each enlisted man of the Navy shall receive 75 cents per month, in addition to the pay
of his rating, for each good-conduct medal, pin, or bar which he may heretofore have been, or shall hereafter be, awarded.
On and after September 5, 1904, the date of the award of a good-cond.uct medal, pin, or bar shall be the date of the holder's
discharge by reason of the expiration of the enlistment for which the medal, pin, or bar is given, the allowance of 75 cents
per month to be reckoned from said date of award: Provided, That nothing herein contained shall be construed to authorize
any change in the date of award of any good-conduct medal, pin, or bar heretofore awarded or to grant any arrears of
allowances on account thereof. (Art. 1134, par. (2), N. R., 1909.) (See Comp. Dec., Sept. 29, 1906.)

6. Coxswains of Steam Launches, etc.-Coxswains detailed as Coxswains of boats propelled by machinery, or as Cox-
swains to Commanders-in-Chief, shall receive $5 per month in addition to their pay. (General Order, No. 20, Jan. 20,
1901.)

6. Service on Submarines.-All enlisted men of the Navy shall receive $5 per month in addition to their pay while
serving on board of submarine vessels of the Navy. Besides the $5 per month extra pay allowed them for submarine
service, enlisted men serving with submarine torpedo boats, and having been reported by their commanding officers to
the Navy Department as qualified for submarine torpedo boat work, shall receive $1 additional pay for each day during
any part of which they shall have been submerged in a submarine torpedo boat while under way: Provided, however,
That such further additional pay shall not exceed 215 in any one calendar month. (General Order, No. 9, Nov. 9, 1905.)

7. Seamen in Charge of Hold.-Seamen in charge of holds shall receive 25 per month in addition to their pay. (General
Order, No. 20, Jan. 20, 1901.)

8. Iacks-of-the-Dust, Lamplighters, etc-Ordinary seamen detailed as Jacks-of-the-Dust, or as Lamplighters, shall
receive $5 per month in addition to their pay. (General Order, No. 178, Nov. 29, 1994.)

9. htessmen.-Enlisted men detailed as crew messmen shall, while so acting, except when assigned as reliefs during
the temporary absence of the regular crew messmen, receive extra compensation at the rate of $5 per month. (General
Order No. 61, Oct. 17, 1901, and General Order No. 79, Jan. 7, 1902.)

10. Detained after Expiration of Enlistment.-Enlisted men afloat detained beyond their regular term of enlistment
until the return to the United States of the vessel to which they belong, under the provisions of section 1922 of the Revised
Statutes, shall receive for the time during which they are so detained an addition of one-fourth of their former pay, "com-
puted on the total pay which they are entitled to receive." (Art. 1073, N. R., 1909; see Comp. Dec., June 19, 1906.)

12. Signalmen.Enlisted men of the naval service regularly detailed as Signalmen shall receive the following extra
compensation in addition to the monthly pay of their rating: Signalmen, first class, $3; Signalmen, second clam, $2; Signal-
men, third class, $1. (General Order, No. 110, Oct. 22, 1902.)

19. Chief Petty Officers. Permanent AppointmentAll chief petty officers of the Navy, including Chief Water Tenders,
who, on or after July 1, 1903, shall receive permanent appointments after qualifying therefor, shall be paid at the rate of
$70 a month; those who serve under permanent appointments issued prior to said date, or under acting appointments,
shall be paid at the rates now in force. The pay of Chief Water Tenders who hold acting appointments shall be $50 a
month. (General Order No. 134, June 26, 1903.)

14. Gun PointersAfter October 1, 1903 (Executive Order, July 25, 1903), enlisted men of the Navy, after having quali-
fied as gun pointers, and who are regularly detailed as gun pointers by the commanding officer of the vessel, shall receive
monthly, in addition to the pay of their respective ratings, extrapay as follows: Heavy gun pointers, first class, $10; second
class, $e. Intermediate gun pointers: First class, $8; second class, $4. Secondary gun pointers: First class, $4; second
class, $2.

(a) Extra pay, except as given under General Order No. 57 (see below), shall be allowed a qualified gun pointer
during not less than two years from and after the date of his qualifying, but only while he is regularly detailed as a gun
pointer at a gun of the class at which he rmalified. (Art. 134, par. (3), N. R., 1909.)

(b) "The extra pay allowed gun pointers in accordance with Executive Order of July 25. 1903 (see above), shall he
allowed a gun pointer regularly detailed as a gun pointer of the class at which he qualffied only as long as he remains
qualified: Provided, This order shall be construed as affecting only gun pointers who qualify subsequent to November
28, 1907." (General Order No. 57, Dee. 9, 1907.)

15. Gun Captains.Enlisted men of the Navy regularly detailed by the commanding officer of a vessel as 'gun cap-
tains, except at secondary battery guns, shall receive, in addition to the pay of their respective ratings, $5 per month, which,
in the case of men holding certificabes as gun captains, or of graduation from the gun-captain class, petty officers' school,
shall include the $2 per month to which such certificates entitle them. (General Order No. 137, July 25, 1903.) (Art.
1134, par. (4), N. R., 1909.)

18. Ship's Tailor and Tailor's Helper.Any enlisted man of the Navy detailed to perform the duties of "ship's
tailor" on board of a vessel having a complement of 600 men or more, exclusive of marines, shall receive $20 per month in
addition to the monthly pay of his rating; on a vessel having a complement of from 300 to 600 men, exclusive of marines,
$15 per month in addition to the monthly pay of his rating; on a vessel having a complement of less than 300 men, exclu-
sive of marines, $10 per month in addition to the monthly pay of his rating. Any enlisted man of the Navy tietailed as
"tailor's helper" on board of a vessel having a complement of 600 men or more, exclusive of marines, shall receive $10 per
month in addition to the monthly pay of his rating: Provided, That the total pay of an enlisted man detailed to perform
the duties of "ship's tailor" shall not exceed 250 per month, and of "tailor's helper" shall not exceed $40 per month.
(General Order No. 186, June 5, 1905.)

17. Reenlistment* Subsequent to November 27, 1908.To provide adequate compensation for trained men, the pay
now prescribed by Executive Order for each rating in the Navy is hereby increased $5 per month during the first period of
service, and a further sum of 23 per month during each and every subsequent period of service: Provided, That only: enlisted
men who are citizens of the United States, and whose second and subsequent periods of service each follow next after
service in the Navy that was terminated by reason of expiration of enlistment, shall receive the benefits of the increased
pay named herein: Provided further, That in the cases of men who are or were finally discharged from the Navy by reason
of expiration of enlistment, the first enlistment on or after the date of this order shall be considered the second period of
service which shall carry with it the increased pay provided by this order; except that men discharged on recommenda-
tions of boards of medical survey shall, if they reenter the service, be given credit for any previous periods of service in
the Navy which were terminated by reason of expiration of enlistment. (Executive Order, Nov. 27, 1906.) (General
Order No. 34, Nov. 28, 1906.)

18. Chief Petty Officers Detailed as Instructors of Apprentice Seamen.Chief pettyofficers detailed as instructors of
apprentice seamen at naval statioxs who qualify as instructors by examination shall receive hereafter in addition to their
pay the sum of $10 per month while so detailed, such pay to be considered extra pay for special duty. (General Order
No. 34, Nov. 28, 1906.)

19. Apprentice Chief Petty OfficersApprentice seamen detailed as apprentice chief petty officers, apprentice
petty officers, first, second, or third class, in connection with the instruction of apprentice seamen at naval stations, shall
receive hereafter in addition to their pay the sum of $2.50, $2, $1.50, and $1 each per month, respectively, while so detailed;
such pay to be considered extra pay for special duty. (General Order No. 34, Nov. 28, 1906.)

20. Hospital Corps." Thepay of enlisted men of the Hospital Corps shall be the same as that provided for the corre-
sponding ratings of the seaman bransh and other staff corps of the Navy." (Act May 13, 1908.)

21. Clothing BountyOn and after July 1, 1907, all enlisted men of the Navy shall receive, on first enlistment, outfits
amounting in value as follows (General Order No. 43, April (l, 1907): Samoans and such men of the messman branch as
are not required to possess complete outfits, not to exceed 220; men of the insular force, not to exceed $30; all other enlisted
men, not to exceed $60.

Any man enlisting on or after December 1, 1906, who is discharged during the first six months of a first enlistment for
any cause other than disability incurred in the line of duty, shall have checked against his accounts prior to discharge the
cost of such portion of outfit allowed on first enlistment as he may have drawn. (General Order No. 31, Oct. 29, 1906.)

22. Continuous Service PayAny man who has received an honorable discharge from his last term of enlistment, or
who has received a recommendation for reenlistment upon the expiration of his last term of service of not less than three
years, who reenlists for a term of four years within four months from the date of his discharge, shall receive an in, rease of
$1.36 per month to the pay prescribed for the rating in which he serves for each consecuti ve reenlistment. (Art.1072, N. R.,
1909.)

23. Hospital Fund.Twenty cents per month is deducted from the pay of each enlisted man of the Navy, to be applied
to the fund for naval hospitals. (Sec. 4808, R. S.)

24. Travel Allowance on Discharge.Enlisted men of the Navy discharged by reason of expiration of enlistment
shall be furnished at time of discharge, in lieu of transportation and subsistence, travel allowance of four cents per mile for
travel performed within the United States to place of enlistment, as provided by Art. 881, pars. (1), (2), and (3), N. R., 1905.

25. 1Tavy Mail Clerks.Enlisted men detailed as Navy mail clerks, in accordance with the act of May 27, 1908, receive,
in addition to the pay of their rating, the following monthly compensation: On vessels having cemplements of 650 or more,
and on receiving ships, $25; on vessels and in flotillas having a complement of more than 249 and less than 650, $20; on
vessels and in flotillas having a complement of more than 124 and less than 250, $15; on vessels having complements of
more than 34 and less than 125 (except station tugs and barges, but including torpedo boats and destroyers, acting singly
and not attached to regularly organized flotillas), 25.

(b) Auistant Navy Mail Clerks.Enlisted men designated as assistant Navy mail clerks receive $15 per month in
addition to the pay of their rating. (Act June 27, 1908; General Orders, Nos. 74, June 27, 1908; 79, Nov. 18, 1908.)

(c) Hates Eligible as Mail Clerks.(For mates as mail clerks, see Note 6, Table 4.)
28. Busmen Branch." On and after March 1, 1908, the classification and pay of mess attendants in the Navy who are

citizens of the United States shall be as follows: Mess attendants, first class, $30; mess attendants, second class, $25; men
attendants, third class, $20."
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On and after March 1, 1908, all stewards and cooks in the messmen branch who are citizens of the United States and
who hold or may receive certificates of qualification as stewards or cooks shall receive $5 per month additional to the pay
of their rating while holding such certificate, such additional pay to be of a permanent character as regular pay. (Exec.
Ord., Jan. 28, 1908.)

" Certifica tes of qualification heretofore or hereafter issued by the Bureau of Navigation shall remain in force for a period
of two years from date unless sooner revoked in the discretion of the commanding officer for cause, and shall be renewed
by the commanding officer at the expiration of each two years for a similar tenn, provided the continued good performance
of duty of the cook or steward so warrants." (Gen. Ord. No. 62, Feb. 7, 1908.)

27. Retired Pay." The pay of all commissioned, warrant, and appointed officers and enlisted men of the navy now
on the retired list shall be based on the pay, as herein provided for, of commissioned, warrant, and appointed officers and
enlisted men of corresponding rank and service on the active list; and all pay herein provided shall remain in force until
changed by act of Congress." (Act of May 13, 1908.)

28. Death Gratuity.Payment of death gratuity to widow or previously designated beneficiary of deceased enlisted
men of the active list is authorized under the same conditions as in the case of officers. (See. paragraph 3, " General
Remarks.")

INSULAR FORCE.

The Secretary of the Navy is authorized to enlist in the insular force, United States Navy, which is hereby established,
not to exceed MO Filipinos in the following ratings and at the rates of pay indicated:

Nurse Corps (Female).

"The nurse corps (female) of the United States Navy is hereby established, and shall-consist of one superintendent,
to be appointed by the Secretary of the Navy, who shall be a graduate of a hospital training school having a course of
instruction of not less than two years, whose term of office may be terminated at his discretion, and of as many chief
nurses, nurses, and reserve nurses as may be needed: Provided, That all nurses in the nurse corps shall be appointed or
removed-by the Surgeon-General, with the approval of the Secretary of the Navy, and that they shall be graduates of
hospital training schools having a course of instruction not less than two years. The appointment of superintendent,
chief nurses, nurses, and reserve nurses shall be subject to an examination as to their professional, moral, mental, and
physical fitness, and that they shall be eligible for duty at naval hospitals and on board of hospital and ambulance ships
and for such special duty as may be deemed necessary by the Surgeon-General of the Navy. Reserve nurses may be
assigned to active duty when the necessities of the service demand, and when on such duty shall receive the pay and
allowances of nurses: Provided, That they shall receive no compensation except when on active duty. The superin-
tendent, chief nurses, and nurses shall respectively receive the same pay, allowances, emoluments, and privileges as are
now or may hereafter be provided by or in pursuance of law for the nurse corps (female) of the army." (Act May 13, 1908.)

1. Rates of Pay.Nurses are entitled to pay at the rate of 240 per month when on duty in the United States and $50
per month when serving on board hospital ships or beyond the continental limits of the United States.

2. Pay, Assigned as Chief Nurse.A nurse assigned to duty as chief nurse at a hospital is entitled to the following
additions to her monthly pay: At hospital where not less than two or more than four nurses are stationed, $5; at hospital
where not less than five or more than nine nurses are stationed, $10; at hospital where ten or more nurses are stationed, $2.5.

3. Commutation of Rations.Nurses who subsist themselves shall be credited with commutation of rations at following
rates: If on duty, 75 cents per day; if on leave with pay, 25 cents per day. (See Comp. Dec., June 30, 1908.)

The following provision of the army a propriation act of May 11, 1908, are, under section 1612, Revised Statutes, appli-
cable to the pay o officers of the Marine rps

"Section 1267 of the Revised St atutes is hereby amended to read as followp: 'In no case shall the pay of a colonel exceed
five thousand dollars a year; the pay of a lieutenant-colonel exceed four thoffsand five hundred dollars a year, or the pay
of a major exceed four thousand dollars a year.'

"In case any officer below the grade of major required to be mounted provides himself with suitable mounts at his own
expense. he shall receive an addition to his pay of $150 per annum if he provides one mount, and $200 per annum it he pro-
vides two mounts."

"That increase of pay for service beyond the limits of the States comprising the Union, and the Territories of the United
States contiguous thereto, shall be as now provided by law."

" That nothing herein contained shall be construed so as to reduce the pay or allowances now authorized by law for any
officer or enlisted man of the army; and all laws or parts of laws inconsistent with the provisions of this act are hereby
repealed."

"That hereafter immediately upon official notification of the death from wounds or disease contracted in line of duty
of any officer or enlisted man on the active list of the Navy and Marine Corps, the Paymaster-General of the Navy shall
cause to be paid to the widow of such officer or enlisted man, or to any other person previously designated by him, an
amount equal to six months' pay at the rate received by such officer or enlisted man at t'he date of his death, less seventy-
five dollars in the case of an officer and thirty-five dollars in the case of an enlisted man, to defray expenses of interment,
and the residue, if any, of the amount reserved shall be paid subsequently to the designated person. The Secretary of the
Navy shall establish regulations requiring each officer and enlisted man to designate the proper person to whom this amount
shall be paid in case of death, and said amount shall be paid to that person from funds appropriated for the pay of the
Navy and Marine Corps. (Navy act May 13, 1908.)"

The above represents only the changes in pay of officers of the Marine Corps, as affected by the army and navy appro-
priation acts of May 11 and 13, 1908, respectively; all former laws not thereby modified are to be applied as heretefore.

1. Sergeant majors and quartermaster-sergeants are entitled to the pay of regimental sergeant majors and regimental
quartermaster-sergeants, U. S. Army, respectively. (6 Comp. Dec., 599.)

2. That the pay of drum major shall be the same as that now established, or that may be hereafter established, for
first sergeants in the Marine Corps of the same length of service. (Naval appropriation act, approved July 26, 1894.)

3. Gunnery sergeants have the rank and allowance of a first sergeant and pay at the rate of 135 per month, with the
continuous service pay of a first sergeant. (Personnel act, March 3, 1899, 5 Comp. Dee., 739, and Comp. Dec., June 30, 1908)

4. The pay of members of the U. S. Marine Band is fixed by section 24, personnel act, March 3, 1899. The musicians
of the band, with the exception of the second leader, receive no increased pay for length of service. For continuous service
pay of the second leader see 5 Comp. Dec., 745, and Comp. Dee., June 30, 1908.

5. Twenty cents per month will continue to be deducted from the above rates, as usual, for the Naval Hospital fund.
6. Members of the Marine Band are allowed $4 per month in addition to rates of pay as given above for playing at the

White House and public grounds under the provisions of the act of Congress of Ammst 18, 1856.
7. " From and including July 1, 1904, all enlisted men of the U. S. Marine Corps regularly detailed as gun pointers,

messmen, or signalmen, or holding good-conduct medals, pins, or bars, shall receive the same extra compensation, in addi-
tion to their monthly pay, as is now or may hereafter be allowed enlisted men of the Navy: Provided, That nothing herein
contained shall be construed to entitle any Verson to back pay for medals, pins, or bars held, or for other services rendered
as hereinbefore referred to, or otherwise." Enlisted men of the Marine Corps regularly detailed as messmen, whether
for duty afloat or ashore, may be paid additional compensation as provided for by regulations, approved and promulgated
by the Secretary of the Navy. (13 Comp. Dec., 136.)

8. Privates regularly detailed as cooks shall receive, in addition to the pay otherwise allowed by law, the following:
First-class cooks, $10 per month; second-class cooks, $8 per month; third-class cooks, $7 per month, and fourth-class cooks,
$5 per month. (Act March 2, 1907.)

9. The following provisions of the army appropriation act of May 11, 1908, are, under section 1612, Revised Statutes,
applicable to the pay of enlisted men of the Marine Corps:

(a) Enlisted men now qualified or hereafter qualifying as expert riflemen shall receive, in addition to their pay, $5
per month; those qualifying as sharpshooters, $3 per month, and those qualifying as marksmen, $2 per month.

(b) Mess sergeants shall receive $6 per month in addition to their pay.
(c) Hereafter any soldier honorably discharged at the termination of an enlistment period who reenlists within three

months thereafter shall be entitled to continuous service pay as herein provided.
(d) That hereafter any soldier honorably discharged at the termination of his first or any succeeding enlistment period,

who reenlists after the expiration of three months, shall be regarded as in his second enlistment.
(e) That the present enlistment period of men now in service shall be determined by the number of years continuous

service they have had at the date of approval of this act, under existing laws, counting three years to an enlistment, and
(in addition thereto) the former service entitling an enlisted man to reenlisted pay under existing laws shall be counted
as one enlistment period (see Comp. Dec., June 8, 1908): And prodded further, That hereafter any private soldier, musician,
or trumpeter honorably discharged at the termination of his first enlistment period who reenlists within three months
of the date of said discharge shall, upon such reenlistment, receive an amount equal to three months' pay at the rate he
was receiving at the time of his discharge.

(f) That increase of pay for service beyond the limits of the States comprising the Union and the Territories of the
United States contiguous thereto shall be as now provided by law.

(g) That sections twelve hundred and eighty, twelve hundred and eighty-oae, and twelve hundred and eighty-four
of the Revised Statutes be, and are hereby, repealed. * * *

(h) That nothing herein contained shall be construed so as to reduce the pay or allowances now authorized by law
for any officer or enlisted man of the army; and all laws or parts of laws inconsistent with the provisions of this act are
hereby repealed.

10. The provisions of the act of May 11, 1908, mentioned in paragraphs (c), (d), and the latter proviso of paragraph
(e) above, apply to soldiers reenlisting after May 11, 1908, who were honorably discharged at the termination of an enlist-
ment period prior to the passage of said act, as well as to soldiers so reenlisting who were honorably discharged after the
passage of said act. (Comp. Dec., June 11, 1908.)

11. For additional 20 per cent increase of pay of enlisted men serving beiond the limits of the States comprising the
Union and the Territories of the United States contiguous thereto (excepting Porto Rico and Hawaii) as provided by act
approved June 30, 1902, the time of such service to be counted from date of departure from said States to the date of return
thereto. (Act June 12, 1906.)

12. That hereafter immediately upon official notification of the death from wounds or disease contracted in line of
duty of any officer or enlisted man on the active list of the Navy and Marine Corps the Paymaster-General of the Navy
shall cause to be paid to the widow of such officer or enlisted man, or any person previously designated by him, an amount
equal to six months' pay at the rate received by such officer or enlisted man at the date of his death, less seventy-five
dollars in the case of an officer and thirty-five dollars in the case of an enlisted man, to defray expenses of interment, and
the residue, if any, of the amount reserved shall be paid subsequently to the designated person. The Secretary of the Navy
shall establish regulations requiring each officer and enlisted man to designate the proper person to whom this amount
shall be paid in case of death, and said amount shall be paid to that person from funds appropriated for the pay of the
Navy and Marine Corps. (Act May 13, 1908.)

13. Enlisted men retiring prior to the passage of the act of May 11, 1908, are entitled to 75 per cent of the pay of their
rank as provided therein, and their time of service on the active list prior to their retirement should be counted in the same
manner as is provided in said act for counting the past services of men on the active list at the time of the passage ofsaid

act.14(.0 liomenps. eprveci4jiunntehr foin9rtor any subsequent year of continuous service on May 11, 1908, as well as those who reen-
list thereafter, within three months of the date of their discharge, are entitled in establishing their enlistment periods for
purposes of pay to count three years to an enlistment for all continuous service prior to that date, and in addition thereto
to count one enlistment period for former service entitling them to reenlistment (class 3) pay. (Comp. Det.. June 8 and
11, 1908. Case of Army and Comp. Dec., June 30 1908, case of Marine Corps.)

15. Under the act of May 11, 1908, men in service on that date can count no broken service in addition to the continuous
service they may have had at that time, except former service entitling them to reenlisted (class 3) pay, but men (with
one enlistment or more) not in service May 11, 1908, who remain out over three months and reenlist thereafter are entitled
to the pay of the second enlistment.

16. The leader of the United States Marine Band shall have the pay and allowances of a first lieutenant. (Act March
3, 1899.)
