That all appointees authorized by this act shall take rank and precedence in the same manner in all respects as in the ease of
appointees to the Medical Corps of die Navy, and shall not exercise command over persons in the Navy other than dental surgeons
and such enlisted men as may be detailed to assist them by competent authority.

That all officers of the dental corps authorized by this act shall receive the same pay and allowances as officers of corresponding
rank and length of service in the Medical Corps of the Navy.

That all officers of the dental corps authorized by this act shall be eligible to retirement in the same manner and under the same
conditions as officers of the Medical Corps of the Navy: Provided, That section fourteen hundred and forty-five of the Revised
Statutes of the United States shall not be applicable to the officers herein authorized: And provided further, That the dentist now
employed at the Naval Academy shall not be displaced by the cperation of this act and he shall have the same official Status, pay,
and allowances as may be provided for the senior dental surgeon at the Military Academy.
