I n t e l l i g e n c e E s t i m a t e of t h e S i t u a t i o n i n I Corps Zone (I CTZ) , 
R e p u b l i c of V i e t n a m 

1. G e n e r a l . T h i s e s t i m a t e has been p r e p a r e d t o b r i n g t h e s i t ­
u a t i o n i n t h e I Corps Zone, RVN up t o d a t e i n o r d e r t o f a c i l ­
i t a t e p r e p a r a t i o n o f a Commander's E s t i m a t e f o r O p e r a t i o n s 
i n t h e zone. 

2. T e r r a i n A n a l y s i s . 

a. , I n g e n e r a l , t h e t e r r a i n i n t h e I Corps Zone does not 
l e n d i t s e l f t o l a r g e s c a l e m i l i t a r y o p e r a t i o n s due t o 
t h e v a ^ t a r e a s c o v e r e d by s t e e p , t h i c k l y f o r e s t e d moun­
t a i n s . I t i s bounded on t h e n o r t h by t h e DMZ and on t h e 
west by t h e p o o r l y d e f i n e d 227-mile b o r d e r w i t h Laos. 
The zone i s d i v i d e d i n t o a populous and c o m p a r a t i v e l y 
narrow c o a s t a l p l a i n and a mountainous r e g i o n which 
extends t o t h e west, n o r t h and s o u t h o u t s i d e t h e l i m i t s 
o f t h e Corps Zone. S e p a r a t i n g t h e two r e g i o n s i s a 
zone o f piedmont t h r e e t o f i v e m i l e s i n w i d t h which i s 
l e s s d e n s e l y s e t t l e d than t h e p l a i n and which s u p p o r t s 
d r y f a r m i n g . The w e s t e r n p o r t i o n o f t h e zone i s an ex­
t r e m e l y rugged mountainous j u n g l e w i t h peaks r i s i n g t o 
6,000 f e e t . The j u n g l e growth has t h r e e l e v e l s : (1) 
a c l o s e l y matted growth c o v e r i n g t h e f l o o r and r e s t r i c t ­
i n g movement t o a maximum o f t h r e e m i l e s a day c r o s s 
c o u n t r y ; (2) a t r e e l a y e r r i s i n g t o about 70 f e e t ; and 
(3)' a n o t h e r l a y e r r i s i n g t o about 170 f e e t . Both o f 
t h e upper l a y e r s p r o v i d e a canopy which r e s t r i c t s o b s e r ­
v a t i o n and p e r m i t s unobserved movement on t h e ground. 

b. The mountainous i n t e r i o r i s t h e domain o f t h e V i e t 
Cong p r i m a r i l y by d e f a u l t . The h i g h l a n d s a r e i n h a b i t e d 
by e t h n i c m i n o r i t i e s . As an example o f t h e s p a r s i t y 
o f . p o p u l a t i o n , Quang Nam P r o v i n c e has a p o p u l a t i o n o f 
555,000 o f w h i c h l e s s than 35,000 l i v e i n t h e w e s t e r n 
3/5ths o f t h e p r o v i n c e . 

c. L i n e s o f communication p o i n t o u t t h e i m p o r t a n c e o f t h e 
c o a s t a l zone. P a r t i c u l a r l y noteworthy i s t h e p r e s e n t 
s t a t u s o f t h e r o u t e s l e a d i n g i n l a n d from Route #1. 

' Route #9, which g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s t h e DMZ, i s com­
p l e t e l y c l o s e d . B r i d g e s have been d e s t r o y e d a l o n g t h e 
e n t i r e r o u t e which a l s o has been dug up i n many p l a c e s . 
T h i s n o r m a l l y s e r v e s t h e m i l i t a r y p o s t of Khe Sanh and 
t h e b o r d e r s t a t i o n a t Lao Bao. I t a l s o s e r v e s the o n l y 
c o n c e n t r a t i o n o f p e o p l e i n t h e western extremes of the 
I CTZ. Route #14 l e a d s WSW toward Kontum P r o v i n c e from 
t h e j u n c t i o n w i t h t h e c o a s t highway near Danang. T r a f f i c -
a b i l i t y i s e x t r e m e l y poor d u r i n g t h e r a i n y season, and 
t h e VC p e r i o d i c a l l y - i n t e r d i c t and i s o l a t e e x t e n s i v e 
p o r t i o n s o f t h e r o u t e t h r o u g h o u t t h e y e a r - The most 
i m p o r t a n t r e m a i n i n g f e e d e r r o a d i n t h e I CTZ i s . R o u t e 
#5 w h i c h extends from Route #1 i n Quang Ngai P r o v i n c e 
a d i s t a n c e o f 99 m i l e s t o Kontum. 

3. F r i e n d l y S i t u a t i o n . Under I Corps a t the p r e s e n t t i m e , are 
t h e 1 s t and 2d Vie '-.namese I n f a n t r y D i v i s i o n s h e a d q u a r t e r e d 
a t Hue and Quang Ngai r e s p e c t i v e l y . These d i v i s i o n s are 
augmented by a s e p a r a t e i n f a n t r y r e g i m e n t , a s e p a r a t e i n f a n t r y 

. b a t t a l i o n and t h r e e Ranger b a t t a l i o n s which a r e permanently 
s t a t i o n e d i n t h e CTZ. T h e i r m i s s i o n i s t o p r o t e c t t h e

s t r a t e g i c objectives within the f i v e northern provinces and 
to furnish ARVN presence along the DMZ i n the north. ARVN 
forces i n I CTZ t o t a l 33,624* There are also 15,782 Reg­
i o n a l Forces, 23,647 Popular Forces, and 3,112 CIDG person­
n e l . T o t a l RVN ground forces are approximately 78,661. 

Enemv S i t u a t i o n . 

a. The most recent estimate of confirmed VC/NVA forces i n 
these f i v e provinces i s 27,430 men i n regular units and 
27,450 g u e r r i l l a s f o r a t o t a l of 54,880. 

b. The control element for the VC. i n the zone i s the HQ, 
VC M i l i t a r y Region V which encompasses the northernmost 
twelve provinces of the RVN - f i v e i n the I CTZ and 
seven i n the II CTZ. 

c. D i r e c t l y subordinate to the MR V Hq, are four NVA 
d i v i s i o n headquarters. Major combat elements i n MR V 
include two confirmed VC regimental headquarters and 
16 confirmed NVA regimental headquarters. Of these, 
one VC regiment and seven NVA regiments are located i n 
the I CTZ. 

Reinforcement C a p a b i l i t y . V i e t Cong/NVA strengths could 
be appreciably increased i n the I CTZ over a r e l a t i v e l y 
short time span i n the form of an in-country r e - a l l o c a t i o n 
of VC/NVA elements from the II CTZ and/or contiguous areas 
of Laos. In addition to t h i s , and of a more probable nature, 
i s an increase i n the i n f i l t r a t i o n rate from the NVN. Guer­
r i l l a strengths w i l l probably remain constant. 

Enumeration of Enemy C a p a b i l i t i e s . Listed below are 
possible enemy c a p a b i l i t i e s i n the order of probable adoption. 

a. C a p a b i l i t y (1): Attack l i n e s of communications and harass 
smaller i n s t a l l a t i o n s while avoiding major b a t t l e s . 
This i s an ever present c a p a b i l i t y that w i l l probably be 
exercised i f the enemy i s s i g n i f i c a n t l y out numbered. 

b. C a p a b i l i t y (2): Attack in I CTZ with up to one d i v i s i o n . 
Exercising t h i s c a p a b i l i t y with e x i s t i n g resources would 
provide the enemy with an opportunity to o f f s e t reverses 
recently suffered. I t i s , as well, a l o g i c a l mission to 
be assigned by Hanoi to reduce the U.S. a i r c r a f t inventory. 

c. C a p a b i l i t y (3): Attack up to three dispersed i n s t a l l ­
ations simultaneously i n regiment strength within 48 
hours. With a demonstrated a b i l i t y to simultaneously 
attack i n dispersed locations, and for the same reasons 
as mentioned i n paragraph 6.B., t h i s i s considered a 
c a p a b i l i t y probable of execution. 

d. C a p a b i l i t y (4): In conjunction with C a p a b i l i t i e s (1), 
(2), or (3), reinforce with an i n f i l t r a t e d NVA d i v i s i o n 
from ontside RVN within 30 days. In the event the enemy 
so decides, he has only to repeat t h i s proven c a p a b i l i t y .

Intelligence Estimate of the Situation in I Corps Zone (I CTZ), 
[Republic of Vietnam 

1. General. This estimate has been prepared to bring the 
situation in the I Corps Zone, RVN, up to date in order to 
f a c i l i t a t e preparation of a Commander's Estimate for oper­
ations in the zone. 

|2. T e r r a i n A n a l y s i s 

a. In g e n e r a l , the t e r r a i n i n the I Corps Zone does not 
lend i t s e l f t o l a r g e s c a l e m i l i t a r y o p e r a t i o n s due to 
the v a s t areas covered by steep, t h i c k l y f o r e s t e d moun­
t a i n s . I t i s bounded on the n o r t h by the DMZ and on the 
west by the p o o r l y d e f i n e d 227-mile border with Laos. 
The Zone i s d i v i d e d i n t o a populous and comparatively 
narrow c o a s t a l p l a i n and a mountainous r e g i o n which 
extends t o the west, n o r t h and south o u t s i d e the l i m i t s 
of the Corps Zone. S e p a r a t i n g the two r e g i o n s i s a 
zone of piedmont three to f i v e m i l e s i n width which i s 
l e s s densely s e t t l e d than the p l a i n and which supports 
dry farming. The western p o r t i o n of the Zone i s an 
extremely rugged mountainous j u n g l e with peaks r i s i n g 

to 6,000 f e e t . The j u n g l e growth has three l e v e l s : (1) 
a c l o s e l y matted growth c o v e r i n g the f l o o r and r e s t r i c t ­
i n g movement to a maximum of three m i l e s a day c r o s s 
country; (2) a t r e e . l a y e r r i s i n g to about 70 f e e t ; and 
(3) another l a y e r r i s i n g t o about 170 f e e t . Both of 
the upper layer 3 p rovide a canopy which r e s t r i c t s o b s e r ­
v a t i o n and permits unobserved movement on the ground. 

b. The mountainous i n t e r i o r i s t h e domain o f the V i e t 
Cong p r i m a r i l y by d e f a u l t . The highlands a r e i n h a b i t e d 
by e t h n i c m i n o r i t i e s . As an example of t h e s p a r s i t y 
of p o p u l a t i o n , Quang Nam Province has a p o p u l a t i o n o f 
555,000 o f which l e s s than 35,000 l i v e i n the western 
3/5ths of the provirice. 

c. L i n e s of communication p o i n t o u t t h e importance of the 
c o a s t a l zone. P a r t i c u l a r l y noteworthy i s t h e present 
s t a t u s of the routes l e a d i n g i n l a n d from Route #1.
