I n t e l l i g e n c e Estimate of the S i t u a t i o n i n I Corps Zone (I CTZ) 
Republic of Vietnam 

1. General. T h i s estimate has been prepared to b r i n g the s i t ­
uation i n the I Corps Zone, RVN up to date i n order to f a c i l ­
i t a t e preparation of a Commander's Estimate f o r Operations 
i n the zone. 

2. T e r r a i n A n a l y s i s . 

a. With the exception of c o a s t a l areas, the I Corps Zone 
does not lend i t s e l f to l a r g e s c a l e m i l i t a r y operations. 
I t i s bounded on the north by the DMZ and on the west 
by the poorly defined 227-mile border with Laos. The 
zone i s d i v i d e d i n t o a populous and comparatively 
narrow c o a s t a l p l a i n and a mountainous region which 
extends to the west, north and south outside the l i m i t s 
of the Corps Zone. Separating the two regions i s a 
zone of piedmont three to f i v e miles i n width which i s 
l e s s densely s e t t l e d than the p l a i n and which supports 
dry farming. The western p o r t i o n of the zone i s an ex­
tremely rugged mountainous jungle with pealcs r i s i n g to 
6,000 f e e t . The jungle growth has three l e v e l s : (1) 

a c l o s e l y matted growth covering the f l o o r and r e s t r i c ­
t i n g movement to a maximum of three miles a day cross 
country; (2) a t r e e l a y e r r i s i n g to about 70 f e e t ; and 
(3) another l a y e r r i s i n g to about 170 f e e t . Both of 
the upper l a y e r s provide a canopy which r e s t r i c t s obser­
v a t i o n and permits unobserved movement on the ground. 

b. The most important road i n the I Corps Zone i s National 
Route #1. T h i s route o r i g i n a t e s j u s t south of the 
D e m i l i t a r i z e d Zone, g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s the t r a c e of the 
coast southward and f i n a l l y terminates at the c a p i t a l 
c i t y of Saigon. There are three s i g n i f i c a n t east/west 
roads, a l l of which j o i n with National Route #1. Route 
#9 g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s the DMZ and leads i n t o Laos. 
Route #14 leads west.and southwest from Danang i n t o 
kontum Province. Route #74 o r i g i n a t e s south of Quang 
Ngai and terminates at Kontum C i t y . With the exception 
of Route #1, the roads i n I Corps are g e n e r a l l y charac­
t e r i z e d by sharp curves, steep grades and loose surfaces. 
They are subject to l a n d s l i d e s and washouts during the 
r a i n y season. USMC f o r c e s have constructed a d d i t i o n a l 
roads f o r l o c a l use. . The longest s t r e t c h of newly con­
structed road l i e s between Danang and the area of An Hoa 
(approx. 20 m i l e s ) . The enemy has continuously harassed 
and sabotaged the roads i n I Corps. 

3. F r i e n d l y S i t u a t i o n . Within the I Corps are the l s t and 2d 
ARVN I n f a n t r y D i v i s i o n s , Headquartered at Hue and Quang Ngai 
r e s p e c t i v e l y . These d i v i s i o n s are augmented by a separate 
i n f a n t r y regiment, three ranger b a t t a l i o n s and, o c c a s i o n a l l y , 
by Vietnamese Marine and Airborne u n i t s from the General 
Reserve. The I Corps mission i s to p r o t e c t the s t r a t e g i c 
o b j e c t i v e s and to conduct Revolutionary Development within 
the f i v e northern provinces. ARVN regular forces i n I CTZ 
t o t a l 33,520. There are a l s o 19,402 Regional Forces, 22,916 
Popular Forces, and 3,291 CIDG personnel. T o t a l RVN ground 
forces are 79,129.

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4. Enemv S i t u a t i o n . 

a. Confirmed VC/NVA f o r c e s are 32,880 men i n r e g u l a r u n i t s 
and 27,450 i r r e g u l a r s f o r a t o t a l armed strength of 
60,330. These f i g u r e s include those elements of the 324B, 
325th and 341st D i v i s i o n s which have been confirmed i n 
I CTZ and i n the DMZ. Also w i t h i n I CTZ are 10,720 
enemy i n the c a p a c i t y of P o l i t i c a l Cadre and A d m i n i s t r a t i v e 
S e r v i c e s . 

b. Within and immediately north of the DMZ are an uniden­
t i f i e d d i v i s i o n and the remaining unconfirmed elements of 
the 324B, 325th and 341st D i v i s i o n s , posing an a d d i t i o n a l 
t h r e a t of p o s s i b l y 30,000 men. One regiment of the 
325th D i v i s i o n i s reported to be i n Laos, west of Quang 
T r i Province. T h i s four d i v i s i o n f o r c e i s c o n t r o l l e d 
by a DMZ Headquarters which i s subordinate to M i l i t a r y 
Region IV i n NVN. 

c. Elsewhere i n I Corps are the 2d NVA D i v i s i o n (NT-2) 
located i n Quang T i n and Quang Ngai Provinces and the 
3d NVA D i v i s i o n (NT-3) i n southern Quang Ngai Province. 
The 6th NVA Regiment (Thua Thien Province) and nine 
independent b a t t a l i o n s operate i n I CTZ subordinate to 
M i l i t a r y Region V i n RVN. 

5. Reinforcement C a p a b i l i t y . The enemy can r e i n f o r c e the f o r c e s 
. i n the v i c i n i t y of the DMZ with up to two d i v i s i o n s i n 10-12 

days. Enemy strengths could a l s o be increased by i n f i l t r a t i o n 
through Laos and from u n i t s located i n the II CTZ. 

L i s t e d below are p o s s i b l e 
enemy c a p a b i l i t i e s i n the order of probable adoption. 

a. C a p a b i l i t y (1): Attack l i n e s of communication and harass 
smaller i n s t a l l a t i o n s while avoiding major combat with 
US f o r c e s .

c. C a p a b i l i t y (3): Conduct operations i n m u l t i - b a t t a l i o n 
strength (up to two regiments) i n Quang Ngai and Quang T i n 
Provinces. 

d. C a p a b i l i t y (4): Support o f f e n s i v e operations with 
a r t i l l e r y , mortar and rocket attacks. 

e. C a p a b i l i t y (5) : Execute C a p a b i l i t i e s (1) through (4)_ 
concurrently with up to two NVA D i v i s i o n s i n reserve or 
support.

I n t e l l i g e n c e Estimate of the S i t u a t i o n i n I Corps Zone (I CTZ) 
Republic of Vietnam 

1. General. This estimate has been prepared to b r i n g the s i t ­
uation i n the I Corps Zone, RVN up to date i n order to f a c i l ­
i t a t e preparation of a Commander's Estimate f o r Operations 
i n the zone. 

2. T e r r a i n A n a l y s i s . 

a. With the exception of c o a s t a l areas, the I Corps Zone 
does not lend i t s e l f to l a r g e s c a l e m i l i t a r y operations. 
I t i s bounded on the north by the DMZ and on the west 
by the poorly defined 227-mile border with Laos. The 
zone i s d i v i d e d i n t o a populous and comparatively 
narrow c o a s t a l p l a i n and a mountainous region which 
extends to the west, north and south outside the l i m i t s 
of the Corps Zone. Separating the two regions i s a 
zone of piedmont three to f i v e miles i n width which i s 
l e s s densely s e t t l e d than the p l a i n and which supports 
dry farming. The western p o r t i o n of the zone i s an ex­
tremely rugged mountainous jungle with peaks r i s i n g to 
6,000 f e e t . The jungle growth has three l e v e l s : (1) 
a c l o s e l y matted growth covering the f l o o r and r e s t r i c ­
t i n g movement to a maximum of three miles a day cross 
country; (2) a tree layer r i s i n g to about 70 f e e t ; and 
(3) another l a y e r r i s i n g to about 170 f e e t . Both of 
the upper l a y e r s provide a canopy which r e s t r i c t s obser­
v a t i o n and permits unobserved movement on the ground. 

b. The most important road i n the I Corps Zone i s National 
Route #1. T h i s route o r i g i n a t e s j u s t south of the 
D e m i l i t a r i z e d Zone, g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s the trace of the 
coast southward and f i n a l l y terminates at the c a p i t a l 
c i t y of Saigon. There are three s i g n i f i c a n t east/west 
roads, a l l of which j o i n with National Route #1. Route 
#9 g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s the DMZ and leads i n t o Laos. 
Route #14 leads west and southwest from Danang i n t o 
Kontum Province. Route #74 o r i g i n a t e s south of Quang 
Ngai and terminates at Kontum C i t y . With the exception 
of Route #1, the roads i n I Corps are g e n e r a l l y charac­
t e r i z e d by sharp curves, steep grades and loose surfaces. 
They are subject to l a n d s l i d e s and washouts during the 
rainy season. USMC forces have constructed a d d i t i o n a l 
roads f o r l o c a l use. The longest s t r e t c h of newly con­
structed road l i e s between Danang and the area of An Hoa 
(approx. 20 m i l e s ) . The enemy has continuously harassed 
and sabotaged the roads i n I Corps. 

3. F r i e n d l y S i t u a t i o n . Within the I Corps are the l s t and 2d 
ARVN Infantry D i v i s i o n s , Headquartered at Hue and Quang Ngai 
r e s p e c t i v e l y . These d i v i s i o n s are augmented by a separate 
i n f a n t r y regiment, three ranger b a t t a l i o n s and, o c c a s i o n a l l y , 
by Vietnamese Marine and Airborne u n i t s from the General 
Reserve. The I Corps mission i s to p r o t e c t the s t r a t e g i c 
o b j e c t i v e s and to conduct Revolutionary Development within 
the f i v e northern provinces. ARVN regular forces i n I. CTZ 
t o t a l 33,235. There are also 17,403 Regional Forces, 22,762 
Popular Forces, and 3,291 CIDG personnel. T o t a l RVN ground 
forces are 77,853.

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4- Enemy S i t u a t i o n . 

a. Confirmed VC/NVA forces are 32,880 men i n regular u n i t s 
and 27,450 i r r e g u l a r s f o r a t o t a l of 60,330. These 
f i g u r e s include those elements of the 324B, 325th and 
341st D i v i s i o n s which have been confirmed i n the I CTfc 
south of the DMZ. 

b. Within and immediately north of the DMZ are an uniden­
t i f i e d d i v i s i o n and the remainder of the 324B, 325th 
and 341st D i v i s i o n s , posing an a d d i t i o n a l threat of 
p o s s i b l y 35,000 men. One regiment of the 325th D i v i s i o n 
i s reported to be i n Laos, west of Quang T r i Province. 
T h i s four d i v i s i o n force i s c o n t r o l l e d by a DMZ Head­
quarters which i s subordinate to M i l i t a r y Region IV i n 
NVN. 

c. Elsewhere i n I Corps are the 2d NVA D i v i s i o n (NT-2) 
located i n Quang T i n and Quang Ngai Provinces and the 
3d NVA D i v i s i o n (NT-3) i n southern Quang Ngai Province. 
The 6th NVA Regiment (Thua Thien Province) and nine 
independent b a t t a l i o n s operate i n I CTZ subordinate to 
M i l i t a r y Region V i n RVN. 

5. Reinforcement C a p a b i l i t y . The enemy can r e i n f o r c e the forces 
i n the v i c i n i t y of the DMZ with up to two d i v i s i o n i n 10-12 
days. Enemy strengths could a l s o be increased by i n f i l t r a t i o n 
through Laos and from u n i t s located i n the II CTZ. 

6. Enumeration of Enemv C a p a b i l i t i e s . L i s t e d below are p o s s i b l e 
enemy c a p a b i l i t i e s i n the order of probable adoption. 

C a p a b i l i t y (1): Attack l i n e s of communication and harass 
smaller i n s t a l l a t i o n s while avoiding major combat with 
US f o r c e s .

C a p a b i l i t y (5): Execute C a p a b i l i t i e s (1) through (4) 
concurrently with up to two NVA D i v i s i o n s i n reserve or 
support,

I n t e l l i g e n c e Estimate of the S i t u a t i o n i n I Corps Zone (I CTZ) 
Republic of Vietnam 

General. This estimate has been prepared to b r i n g the s i t ­
uation i n the I Corps Zone, RVN up to date i n order to f a c i l ­
i t a t e preparation of a Commander's Estimate f o r Operations 
i n the zone. 

2. T e r r a i n A n a l y s i s . 

a. With the exception of c o a s t a l areas, the I Corps Zone 
does not lend i t s e l f to l a r g e s c a l e m i l i t a r y operations. 
I t i s bounded on the north by the DMZ and on the west 
by the poorly defined 227-mile border with Laos. The 
zone i s d i v i d e d i n t o a populous and comparatively 
narrow c o a s t a l p l a i n and a mountainous region which 
extends to the west, north and south outside the l i m i t s 
of the Corps Zone. Separating the two regions i s a 
zone of piedmont three to f i v e miles i n width which i s 
l e s s densely s e t t l e d than the p l a i n and which supports 
dry farming. The western p o r t i o n of the zone i s an ex­
tremely rugged mountainous jungle with peaks r i s i n g t o 
6,000 feet.. The jungle growth has three l e v e l s : (1) 
a c l o s e l y matted growth covering the f l o o r and r e s t r i c ­
t i n g movement to a maximum of three miles a day cross 
country; (2) a tree l a y e r r i s i n g to about 70 f e e t ; and 
(3) another l a y e r r i s i n g to about 170 f e e t . Both of 
the upper l a y e r s provide a canopy which r e s t r i c t s obser­
v a t i o n and permits unobserved movement on the ground. 

b. The most important road i n the I Corps Zone i s National 
Route #1. T h i s route o r i g i n a t e s j u s t south of the 
D e m i l i t a r i z e d Zone, g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s the t r a c e of the 
coast southward and f i n a l l y terminates at the c a p i t a l 
c i t y of Saigon. There are three s i g n i f i c a n t east/west 
roads, a l l of which j o i n with National Route #1. Route 
#9 g e n e r a l l y p a r a l l e l s the DMZ and leads i n t o Laos. 
Route #14 leads west.and southwest from Danang i n t o 
Kontum Province. Route #74 o r i g i n a t e s south of Quang 
Ngai and terminates at Kontum C i t y . With the exception 
of Route #1, the roads i n I Corps are g e n e r a l l y charac­
t e r i z e d by sharp curves, steep grades and loose surfaces. 
They are subject to l a n d s l i d e s and washouts during the 
r a i n y season. USMC forces have constructed a d d i t i o n a l 
roads f o r l o c a l use. The longest s t r e t c h of newly con­
structed road l i e s between Danang and the area of An Hoa 
(approx. 20 m i l e s ) . The enemy has continuously harassed 
and sabotaged the roads i n I Corps. 

3. F r i e n d l y S i t u a t i o n . Within the I Corps are the l s t and 2d 
ARVN Infantry D i v i s i o n s , Headquartered at Hue and Quang Ngai 
r e s p e c t i v e l y . These d i v i s i o n s are augmented by a separate 
i n f a n t r y regiment, three ranger b a t t a l i o n s and, o c c a s i o n a l l y , 
by Vietnamese Marine and Airborne u n i t s from the General 
Reserve. The I Corps mission i s to p r o t e c t the s t r a t e g i c 
o b j e c t i v e s and to conduct Revolutionary Development within 
the f i v e northern provinces. ARVN regular forces i n I CTZ 
t o t a l 33,235. There are a l s o 17,403 Regional Forces, 22,762 
Popular Forces, and 3,291 CIDG personnel. T o t a l RVN ground 
forces are 77,858.
